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Dubai metro is a world-class, fully-automated, driverless railway
system.

Dubai Metro tickets must be purchased in the form of a Nol
card — which can also be used to pay for bus, fram and taxi
fare — and rides can cost as little as AEDS3.

Dubai Tram runs from Al Sufouh to Jumeirah Beach Residences
in 42 minutes. Running on the Nol card, the tfram provides
access to destinations like Palm Jumeirah, Dubai Marina,
Jumeirah Lakes Towers and more.
